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Trip to the Spanish Monastery

On Tuesday, March 16, FME members will take aroad trip to Miami to visit
the historic Spanish Monastery. The ancient Monastery Cloisters of the St.
4« Bernard de Clairvaux were originally built in the Provence of Segovia, Spain,

| during the 12" century. The Cisterian Monks occupied the Monastery for almost
700 years before the buildings and grounds were seized and sold during a socid
revolution. The Cloisters were converted into a granary and stable; then William
Randolph Hearst purchased the outbuildings for $500,000 in 1925. He planned
to reconstruct them on his San Simeon estate in California. The structures were
dismantled, stone by stone, and packed in 11,000 wooden crates to be shipped to
the United States. However, the U.S. Dept. of Agriculture quarantined the
shipment upon its arrival (fearing the contagious hoof and mouth disease that
had broken out in Segoiva). Because of financia problems around the same
time, Hearst was unable to move the stones and they remained in awarehouse in
New York for 26 years until 1952 when they were purchased and moved to their
present site. There is much more history to be learned so please join us for this specia trip to north
Miami. We will plan to have lunch afterwards. Estimated cost of the trip is $28 ($5 for entrance fee; $15
for lunch and $8 for fuel).
