The Friends of the Museum had a wonderful walking tour of “Olde Naples’ with the Naples Historical
ol : Society’s docent Nancy Webster. We started at the Naples Pier which
was built in the 1880’s after William Haldeman discovered southwest
Florida to be a perfect tourist destination with its beautiful beaches
along the Gulf and access to the Gordon River for docking. From there
we waked through the original platted streets in historic Naples and
observed the 1919 Mercantile Building (now the restaurant Campiello)
and the original 1921 building (currently being renovated) that once
housed the old movie theather. Along 3™ Street were other historical
sites but some of the most interesting were the homes and cottages that
were built in the late 1800’s and early 1900's. Most of these homes
: - have been remodeled but they still have the charm of their era; also
beautifully landscagped. Nancy was a wonderful guide
and historican of Naples and it was such a pleasure
walking around the back alleys and along the beach to
find hidden treasures from long ago. After the tour,
we had lunch at Bramble's Tea Room on 5" Avenue
before walking over to The von Liebig Art Center to
see the Princess Diana Exhibit (which continues
through June 27).
